WE ARE ALL FAKES!

The art of subversion or the subversion of art?

A day for celebrating the release of the first Street Art disaster documentary: Exit Through the Gift Shop, by Banksy
On Wednesday 16 November in the Fabbrica del Vapore, Milan, there will be  a screening of WE ARE ALL FAKES! - The art of subversion or the subversion of art?, a day organized by Feltrinelli and Pfa Film together with MADEINART and wholly devoted to Street Art and to one of its most outlandish and nonconformist protagonists: the English artist Banksy.

The event has been created for the release in Italy of the DVD of Exit Through the Gift Shop (Feltrinelli Real Cinema series), one of the most provocative films about the art world, directed by Banksy. For this occasion two screenings of the film have been organized in the Fabbrica del Vapore: at 8.30 p.m. (invitation only) and at 10.30 p.m. (free entry as long as places are available) after a brief presentation of the famous and mysterious director at 8 p.m.

The screenings will be in the Cattedrale area of the Fabbrica del Vapore where Anish Kapoor's site-specific installation Dirty Corner is to be found, a work sponsored by the Milan city council and MADEINART and curated by Gianni Mercurio and Demetrio Paparoni (until 8 January 2012). From 8.30 p.m. onwards the installation can be visited at a reduced price (€4 instead of €6) . 

Furthermore, in the evening we have planned a live performance by OZMO, one of the most important Italian street artists, and the presentation of Phoebe Zeitgeist appare a Milano – azione di strada/video-foto, an inhabitable theatre installation by PhoebeZeitgeistTeatro, realized with the collaboration of the Fondazione Mudima and Teatridithalia.
DJ set from 10 p.m. to 3 a.m.

The day's theme is also that of the ARTE E COMUNICAZIONE “INFILTRATE THE MASSES” workshop, organized by MADEINART for Tuesday 15 and Wednesday 16 November (from 11 a.m. to 6.30 p.m.) in the Fabbrica del Vapore and devoted to guerrilla art. The speakers will be Pietro Nocita and, for PhoebeZeitgeistTeatro, Francesca Maria Consonni, Antonio Caronia, and Giuseppe Isgrò. After an introduction ranging from the Dada movement to Culture Jamming, the participants will undertake a guerrilla art project. The workshop is part of the free activities organized by MADEINART during the Anish Kapoor show in the Fabbrica del Vapore and is aimed at young artists, creators, performers, and film makers. The maximum number of participants is 20 persons (inscriptions at : +39.348.8886105 or by contacting infro@madeinart.it. The email must give your personal data and telephone number; the email reference must be "inscrizione - infiltrate the masses").

First screened in 2010 at the Berlin film festival and the Sundance Film Festival, Exit Through the Gift Shop has been the recipient of various awards by American film critic associations and was nominated for a 2010 Oscar for Best Documentary Feature. Defined as a  "disaster movie", it presents an unusual history of Street Art over the past ten years and it mirrors Banksy's humorous and at times sarcastic spirit. The film and, above all, its incredible amount of precious filmed material, allows us to clearly understand the Famous English street artist's militant position with regard to contemporary art and his aim to democratize art itself.

Banksy, one of the major representatives of Street Art, shows his works in symbolically important places. He grew up in Bristol, UK, and has never revealed his real identity. His career started at the end of the 1980s in Bristol where, in 1998, together with his friend Inkie, a legend in the graffiti world, he organized the huge rally of graffiti artists "Walls of Fire" which drew artists from all over Europe. Banksy's works are characterized by singular and humorous images , at times accompanied by anti-war, anti-capitalist, and anti-institutional slogans. Despite his recent international fame and the high quality of his work, he continues to stand apart from the star system and to place his art in the midst of ordinary people.
